Her hobbies included: cooking, listening to music, driving, and having a good
time with family and friends. She loved her family, especially her
grandchildren. She could make the best hushpuppies, cakes, collard greens. 



She loved attending her church, St Mary Missionary Baptist Church. Annie
along with two of her daughters, Linda and Angela were very instrumental in
helping with the move from the old church to the new church, in June, 2014.
Once St. Mary’s members were settled and enjoying the new church, Annie
and her girls continue coming to the worship service and on Sunday,
November 2, 2014, all three of them, stepped out of their comfort zones, to
become full pledge members of the St. Mary M.B. Church. Annie worked
faithfully in the church, assisting with the Women’s Day Service and the
Staton Mill Outreach ministry until her health declined. Even thereafter while
seated in her wheelchair, she would ask, “what do you want me to do and how
can I help?” One of her last duties was assisting on the Women’s Day
program, May, 2024, where she sat in her wheelchair at the front door,
passing out fans to everyone that walked through the doors, with the biggest
smile on her face.

Killiebrew, her grandmother, who raised her, Anna Jones, her son, James
Little, her grandson, Michael Little, siblings, Irene Willis, Elmore Rodgers,
Jimmie Jones, Louise Jones, Delores Howard, Velma Leake, Robert
Killiebrew, Jr., & Carl Killibrew.
