Imagine growing up in the early ‘30s and ‘40s as a sharecropper’s daughter,
60 years post slavery. During this time, the world was at war, Wall Street
crashed, triggering one of America's greatest depression eras in history. She
would have watched all of these things happening in the world at that time on
the community televisor. Through all this, Helen Kathleen Clayton,
affectionately known as “SIS” made the world her oyster.

She spent most of her early years in Fairfield and Scranton, NC, where she
attended Hyde County Training Vocational School. Later in life, she would
move to New Jersey, back to Scranton, then to Swan Quarter, NC, where she
became a Certified Nurse’s Assistant and a long term employee of Rose Bay
Oyster Company. Shortly before her call to glory, she relocated to Winterville,
NC. She joined Weeping Mary Church of Christ, Disciples of Christ, where she
served faithfully as church mother. She played the guitar, love to travel, cook,
and host family gatherings. She also loved to fish at the Mattamuskeet Lake.
