He enjoyed the outdoors and doing manual work where he
had to use his strength. It was extremely hard on him when he became
disabled and had to be confined to the house, so he took on the job of being a
Foreman hiring out the neighborhood guys to do his work. That’s why he felt
the need to have money in his pocket most of the time. 

 Although his health was failing, he wanted to go to church. He knew who to
call on when he needed help. He would go to the altar and cry out to the Lord.
He would often cry when a situation moved upon his heart. James was a big
man but never ashame to cry like a baby.James was preceded in death by
one son, Michael Joyner, a sister, Rosa Tillman, and two brothers, James C.
