Hackney Ave. where she and her staff continued to provide top quality day
care for her community. Mrs. Beatty’s company provided jobs for as many as
twenty-two full-time and part-time educators that she took great joy in
mentoring. 

 She also found great joy and reward in the preparations for the annual
graduation ceremonies at the Washington Civic Center, the floats entered into
the Christmas Parade with their King and Queen riding gracefully on the floats
and the many other activities that she created were to help instill a sense of
worth the more in her kids. Mrs. Beatty formerly retired in the summer of 2004
after thirty years as devoted educator and community leader. 

 Mrs. Joyce Beatty was a devoted Wife, Mother, Grandmother (Me ’Ma), Sister,
Sister-in-law and Friend serving everyone with a genuine heart filled with the
love of Christ Jesus.
