A miracle happened 68 years ago. A passionate Evangelist, Preacher,
Teacher, and a Lover of Mankind, came into this world. He made his grand
entrance May 2,1956, in the midst of a terrible tropical storm. The late Alvin
Hickman, Sr., and Celia Anna Bell Hickman had to hitch up a mule and cart to
get to Good Shepherd Hospital, in New Bern, North Carolina for his delivery.
They named him Michael Deval Hickman. Michael’s dad, Alvin, Sr., would
frequently tease him about the way he came into this world by saying;
“Michael rowed the boat ashore.” Mike, as he was affectionately known by all
those that knew him, never stopped rowing even though there were times
when his oars broke. Hallelujah! 

 

Mike received his primary Education in New Bern Public Schools, and
secondary education in Clark County Public Schools, attending Rancho High
School of Las Vegas, Nevada. His work history consisted of McCarran Airport,
Las Vegas, Nevada, City of Greenville as a Custodial Supervisor, and Better
Connections Inc., as a Direct Care Professional, until he took his rest in

His journey through life reminds us of the Apostle Paul; doing his own thing



first and then later receiving and accepting the call from God. At the age of 25
he re-dedicated his life to Christ, became a faithful member of Ebenezer SDA
