until her health prevented her from attending. She served in the following
ministries: Bible Church School, Hospitality and Kitchen Committee, Mass
Choir, Choir No. 1, Helping Hand Club, and the Singles Ministry. 

Peactric was married to the late Leland Jones, Jr. She later married the late
William Davenport Shiver. Peactric truly loved her family and loved spending
quality time with her children, grandchildren, siblings, and other family. She
enjoyed life and lived it to the fullest. She was an avid reader and loved
working puzzles. 

 

Peactric was predeceased by her grandparents, Ben Frank and Bertha
Heritage Worthington; her parents, James and Kadorias W. Adams, brothers,
Gary and Brantley Adams, and sisters, Mother Norma Worthington Byrd, and
Marie Adams.
