She was a member of the Minister’'s Wives and Widows
Organization, which she founded in Franklin County and Vicinity, Zeta Phi
Beta Sorority, Inc., the Daughters of Isis, Order of the Eastern Star, and the
WSSU Rams Club of Vance County. Even though over the past few years she
could not attend meetings and work in her organizations, she stayed in
contact with them, and stayed abreast of the work they were doing in these
organizations.

Hassell and a brother, Leon Fernando Mizelle; a special friend, Clarence
