At a very early age, he joined Providence Missionary Baptist Church in
Robersonville where he taught Sunday School and worked as a youth church
leader. Upon graduation from Robersonville High School, Wayne enrolled in
UNC-Chapel Hill where he graduated in 1980. While at UNC, he joined the
Theta Omicron Chapter of Kappa Alpha Psi Fraternity and was a member of
Air Force ROTC. After college, Wayne entered the U.S. Air Force where he
rose to the rank of Captain and earned a Master of Science degree from
Golden State University. When he left the military, Wayne entered a long and
illustrious career in sales, marketing and event ticketing while developing
entertainment venues. This specialty took Wayne from Buffalo, NY to Phoenix,
AZ, where in 2002, he formed Global Entertainment Marketing Systems
(GEMS), a full-service ticketing sales company. He then expanded that
foundation in 2006 when he chose a Charlotte, NC location to launch the EZ-
