Washington DC where he flourished as a top Maintenance Technician for
various housing

developments in the city. He was also well known in the Washington DC area
for his masterful

word-rhymes while performing as one of the city’s top disc jockeys where he
consistently



mesmerized his listeners on F.M. Radio WHUR. He had strong faith in God
and confessed Jesus

Christ as his personal Savior. He was preceded in death by his father and

and Euretha Chapman Person; three brothers, William Henry Person, Earnest
Person Jr., and
