William served our country in World War II in 1941, during the time Pearl
Harbor was bombed, through the draft system. He had four other brothers in
the military in other branches of service. 

William met and married Cora Mae Powell “THE LOVE OF HIS LIFE” on
August 4, 1945. To this union they had one son, Ronald Powell Sr. who
preceded him in death; he was also preceded in death by three brothers, John
T. Powell, George Powell, Sheppard Powell; one sister Connie Bond. 



William and Cora Powell donated land for a Park to be built in Aurora, NC and
later the Park was named The William and Cora Powell Park. They both were
loving and giving people. They would literally give you the shirts off their backs
and shoes off their feet.
